1. The Financial Advisory Committee met on October 7, 2024 with the following members in attendance:

2. A discussion was held concerning our current banking situation at Main Street Bank (formerly Wayne Savings).  The committee wanted to begin moving CCC assets out of Main Street Bank and into Citizens Bank. Unfortunately, Citizens Bank changed their policies and will no longer offer CDs to businesses. Therefore, the following motion was recommended by the committee:
a. Motion to roll over $30,366.32 of Main Street Bank CD #2 (current balance $36,366.32) that matures on October 19, 2024 into a new CD with a yield of 5% and a 10-month term. The remaining balance of $6.000.00 will be deposited in the CCC Money Market Account at Citizens Bank to be earmarked for the 2025 Ruth Wolter Memorial Grant recipients:  Connie Gasper

b. Motion passed
3. Connie Gasper contacted Parson Insurance Agency (Erie Insurance—who is insuring us in our existing Liability Policy) to add Liability insurance for our Executive Board Officers and Board of Directors. Parson Insurance cannot add on to the existing policy, therefore, Sandy Abbonizio met with them to have a new CCC Liability Policy written. Therefore, the committee requests the following Motion:
a. Motion to have Parson Insurance Agency write a new policy to include all of the existing coverage plus to add Personal Liability Insurance for CCC Executive Board Officers and the Board of Directors: Connie Gasper
1. This motion has been tabled for further discussion at the November 11, 2024 Board Meeting due to new information received from the insurance agent.

Secretary, Beth Sovacool will write the letter to Citizens Bank to allow Treasurer, Connie Gasper; Assistant Treasurer, Karen Evans; President, Sandy Abbonizio; and Scholarship/Grant Chairperson, Julie Werren to be signers on the CCC checking account. Beth will organize a time for each person to go to the bank to sign the proper paperwork.
5. Assistant Treasurer, Karen Evans has agreed to create a monthly report that will compare our spending with our budget. Karen will provide the report monthly as an attachment to the Agenda and Minutes.
6. Treasurer, Connie Gasper will continue to provide the monthly Balance Sheet report as an attachment to the Agenda and Minutes. Note: Attachment A Bank Report will now be called the Balance Sheet.
